Izola Ethel Fedford Collins was an accomplished musician, teacher and author.  Born in 
Galveston, she graduated from Central High School at 14 and from Prairie View A&M 
University at 18.  She obtained her master’s degree in music from Northwestern University 
in Illinois, and was a gifted pianist and trumpet player.  Retiring from Galveston ISD as an 
award-winning choir instructor, she was elected city-wide to the GISD Board of Trustees and 
served nine years, the last as president.  

Ms. Collins wrote published articles and poetry, and also authored four books.  She was founding director of 
the Galveston Heritage Chorale, a member of the Galveston Arts Commission, and President of the Galveston 
Musical Club.  Collins also wrote a symphonic piece, “Galveston Survives”, for the Galveston Symphony 
Orchestra.

Though she passed away in 2017 at the age of 87, Izola Collins’ work as a musician still impacts Galveston today.  
To commemorate her contributions, the Galveston Musical Club has instituted the Izola Collins Memorial 
Scholarship, an annual essay contest for high school seniors.
